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Man charged over

A MAN has been charged with 
four motoring offences following 
a road collision in Epping. 
  The crash on The Plain on 
Wednesday, January 27, resulted 
in serious injuries to an elderly 
man from Chigwell who had to be 
cut free from his vehicle by 
firefighters. 
  A 54-year-old man from the 
Ongar area was arrested in Epping 
the following day. 
  He has been charged with 
careless driving, failing to stop 
after a collision, having no 
insurance and driving a motor 
vehicle otherwise than in 
accordance with a licence. 
  He has been bailed to appear 
before Harlow magistrates on 
Wednesday (February 10).

  Firefighters had to pump water 
from a nearby lake as they battled 
to stop the flames from spreading 
to a neighbouring house. 
 

War hero remembered 
  
THE funeral of former Epping and 
District Royal British Legion 
branch president Peter Twinn was 
held on Friday. 
  Mr Twinn was Poppy Appeal and 
Remembrance Day Organiser for 
Theydon Bois for many years and 
was made a branch vice-president 
in 2008.  
  His service life began in April 
1941, at the age of 19, when he 
was accepted for training as a 
Wireless Operator/Air Gunner at 
the Aircrew Reception Centre in 
London.  
  He did not take too well to the 
radio side and in September was 
re-mustered as an Air Gunner.  
  Mr Twinn’s training took place 
in the UK until September 1942 
when he was posted to a Gunnery 
School on the shores of Lake 
Manitoba in Canada.   
  He returned to the UK in March 
1943 and joined a crew at an 
Operational Training Unit at RAF 
Kinloss. 
  From there Mr Twinn - by now a 
rear gunner - and his crew joined 
1661 Conversion Unit, where they 
began night operations in 
Lancaster bombers. 
  In January 1944 he was 
commissioned as a Pilot Officer 
and completed his first tour of 25 
operations over enemy territory. 
  At the end of his tour he became 
an instructor in gunnery theory, 
and was later promoted to Flying 
Officer.   
Mr Twinn rejoined his crew in 

early 1945 and began a second 
tour of operations, completing ten 
before VE Day. 
  During this time he was awarded 
the Distinguished Flying Cross. 
  He was again promoted in 
January 1946, becoming a Flight 
Lieutenant. He finally left the RAF 
in July 1946 at the age of 24.  
  Mr Twinn made several 
television appearances in recent 
years, telling of his wartime 
experiences. 
  A memorial service at St Mary’s 
Church, Theydon Bois, was 
followed by the funeral at Parndon 
Wood Crematorium, Harlow. 
  Donations in his memory can be 
made to the Epping and District 
branch of the Royal British Legion 
or St Clare’s Hospice.

Museum exhibit ranked 
in ‘top ten’  

 
THE Waltham Abbey Bible, on 
display at Epping Forest District 
Museum, has been selected as one 
of the top ten most important 
museum objects to reflect Essex’s 
history.  
  BBC Essex has joined up with 
museums across the county to 
choose a number of objects 
people involved feel best reflect 
its unique place and past in the 
world.  
  This is part of the BBC’s 
Nationwide history of the world 
project.  
  A series of television and radio 
programmes will be broadcast on 
the BBC throughout 2010 with a 
vision to tell the history of the 
world through man-made objects. 
  Epping Forest District Museum 
Officer Tony O’Connor was 
interviewed about the 
significance of the Waltham 
Abbey bible by BBC Essex.  
  He said: “The bible is one of our 
star items on display at the 
museum. It dates back to about 
1200 AD and is all that survived 

from the library in the Abbey 
Church, the last in the country to 
be dissolved by King Henry VIII 
in 1540.”  
  Inscriptions in the Bible show it 
was the property of the Prior (the 
second most important official in 
the Abbey). 
  The lack of rich decoration 
suggests this book was used for 
private study and not for display 
within the church.  
  Both the Old and New 
Testaments are written in tightly-
packed Latin script on 238 pages 
of Vellum (Parchment), the 
standard writing material in 
medieval England, made from 
treated animal skins.  
  Mr O’Connor added: “It is a real 
privilege for the Bible to be 
chosen as one of the most 
important objects in Essex’s 
history.  
  “The Bible does not just belong 
to the Museum but to all the 
residents of the Epping Forest 
district and represents an 
important part of local and 
national history.”  
  The Waltham Abbey Bible, 
which was acquired with support 
form the Victoria & Albert 
Museum Purchase Fund, can be 
viewed at Epping Forest District 
Museum in Sun Street, Waltham 
Abbey.

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‘Stay away from 
hospital’ plea 

 
NHS West Essex is urging 
people who may be suffering 
from the winter vomiting 
illness, norovirus, not to visit 
patients at St Margaret’s 
Hospital, Epping - and its other 
community hospital, in Saffron 
Walden - until at least two days 
after they have recovered. 
  People suffering from 
diarrhoea and vomiting are also 
being requested not to attend 
their GP surgery or the local 
Accident & Emergency 
department for treatment. 
  Norovirus is highly infectious 
and can easily spread to other 
family members and to people 
in closed communities such as 
hospitals, schools, care homes, 
and sheltered housing. 
  At present NHS West Essex 
reports no particular problems 
from norovirus in the local 
community hospitals. 
  However, acute hospitals in 
and around west Essex have 
been experiencing problems 
resulting in disruption of 
services and ward closures and 
a number of local care homes 
have reported symptoms. 
  Amanda Kirkham, NHS West 
Essex's community matron 
responsible for infection 
control, said good hygiene is the 
key to avoiding infection and 
preventing its spread. This 
includes thorough hand washing 
with warm soapy water, 
especially after using the toilet. 
  She said: “There is no specific 
treatment for norovirus apart 
from letting it run its course. 
  “However people with 
symptoms should ensure they 
drink plenty of fluids in order to 
avoid dehydration.” 
  Symptoms of norovirus will 

generally last 24-72 hours but if 
the illness persists for more than 
a few days, those affected should 
contact their family doctor by 
telephone or take advice from 
NHS Direct on 0845 46 47 or 
visit www.nhsdirect.nhs.uk
