LET THE TOWN SPEAK  
THE ANNUAL TOWN MEETING 

 

This meeting must occur each spring in every parish throughout the 
country.  Its purpose is to give townspeople a chance to discuss 
(between themselves in a formal setting) any matter of local impor-
tance. 
 
The Annual Town Meeting is not a Council meeting, although it is a 
legal duty for the Town Council to make arrangements to hold the 
meeting and carry any cost.  The Mayor must (if available) chair the 
meeting and it may pass resolutions, however such resolutions are not, 
in most circumstances, binding on the town council (or any other body).  
Of course, depending on the numbers involved in the meeting, the for-
mal views of this public meeting may be viewed as an expression of the 
public will. 
 
Only Epping town residents have a right to participate in the town meet-
ing.  A register is made of those in attendance and the Chairman will 
request the identity of anyone wishing to speak.  Councillors present at 
the meeting do not need to respond to every question but may wish to 
respond to matters directly relating to their councils. 
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IMPORTANT ELECTORAL UPDATE 

There will be a General Election shortly so make sure your name is 
on the electoral register.   Those of you who live in Buckhurst Hill,  

Epping, Loughton and Theydon Bois will have District Council elec-
tions on 6 May. At the moment, you might not be thinking about vot-
ing on polling day but if you change your mind nearer the time and 
you aren’t registered, you might be too late to do anything about it.  

If you have recently moved, will be 18 before June (the last month for 
the election) or think your name might have been missed off at the 

autumn canvass stage please check the register by calling  
01992 564411.  To be able to vote you must be on the register so 

check now before it is too late to make any changes to the register.  –  
check today      Remember - no vote, no say!

Epping Market Cancelled — Monday 11th January  
 
For the first time in memory, Epping’s Monday market was cancelled 
due to the freeze up on 11th January.   This was just one of many ser-
vices to be disrupted by the weather.  The stalls are normally erected 
in the very early hours of Monday morning but extensive ice in the 
market area and to the front of the building which houses the stalls 
(and a forecast threat of more severe weather on the way) meant the 
market could not set up and operate in reasonable safety even though 
a partial thaw had commenced by Monday. Two stallholders erected 
their own stalls a little later in the day.  Epping Town Council apolo-
gises for any inconvenience this cancellation may have caused. 

On 26th October, Epping’s Mayor, Councillor Janet Hedges, hosted a working lunch with Klaus 
Holaschke the visiting Oberburgermeister of Epping’s twin town Eppingen.  The twinning started 
in 1981 and exchange visits have broadened the minds of generations of youngsters in both 
towns.  Enduring friendships have resulted as well as a deeper appreciation of human similari-
ties in a setting of fascinating cultural difference.  Student exchange visits face new challenges 
as a result of the UK’s new child ‘Safeguarding’ regulations.  However, there is a strong desire in 
both towns for the relationship to continue and to grow in importance. 
 
In Epping, the twinning Association was originally set up by the Town Council as an independent 
self funding organisation.  The Town Council and Association have recently set up a joint advi-
sory committee to assist in the further development of the twinning.  Talk About Epping will in 
future include brief articles about our twin town.

Planning continues to be a very important issue for Epping’s residents.  Many local people want 

to see more accommodation but not many wish Epping’s environment to change radically.  An 

increasing number of decisions are made by technical officers of the Planning Authority  

(Epping Forest District Council) on the basis of nationally set criteria.  Under the current plan-

ning system, local people and their elected representatives have increasing difficulty in trying to 

influence local development.  The town council takes its responsibility to speak for local people 

very seriously. 

In the period from May to January, Committee considered and commented on 102 applications 

(23 for new builds; 65 for alterations and 14 for work to protected trees).  Although the town 

council is not the planning authority, it is a ‘statutory consultee’ and has the right to have its 

opinion heard by the decision making body.  If the town council objects to a proposal the matter 

cannot be delegated to planning officers but will go forward for decision to a full planning com-

mittee.  Between May and January the district council refused 10 of the 13 applications on 

which the town council had lodged objections.  The district council also refused a further 5 ap-

plications to which the town council raised no objections. 

Committee also responded on behalf of local people on 13 consultation requests including poli-

cies on Homelessness; East of England Plan; Gambling; Red telephone kiosks and parking.

Breaking Barriers: Looking at Women's Suffrage in Essex 
11 December 2009 - 13 March 2010 
Breaking Barriers is a touring exhibition, created by the Parlia-
mentary Outreach service in partnership with Essex museums 
and libraries. The exhibition explores the lives of local suffragists 
and suffragettes and through work with local community groups, 
how their stories are relevant to modern audiences: how groups 
in the past got their voices heard and how we can engage with 
Parliament today. Award winning artist, Rachel Gadsden, worked 
with groups from Rethink, a national charity for people who with 
severe mental illness, to create an original artwork for the exhibi-
tion which will be on display.

Probus Club of Epping 
 
Sex and the Exploitation of Female Labour 
 
John O’’Connell, an apiculturist, was the speaker at the October 
meeting of the Epping Probus Club. He was introduced by David 
Tyers, the Club President, who revealed that John was a retired 
marketing employee in the electrical power supply industry who 
had now become extensively involved in apiculture (bee keeping). 
He was also a tutor and expert on the subject and, additionally, 
an occasional film extra and a poet.  
  
John explained that the title of his talk related to the reproductive 
life of a Queen Bee who is the matriarchal head of a bee colony, 
comprising Queen, drones and worker bees, which is a well or-
ganised and stable society. The worker bees are the mainstay of 
the hive, gathering pollen and acting as housekeepers. There is 
only one Queen per hive and she is equipped with an unbarbed 
sting, to kill other Queens who might invade her domain. She 
uses particular scents to attract sexual mates from some of the 
150 drones in the hive. The successful drones die within 20 min-
utes of mating; the remaining drones have no specific function 
and often leave to travel up to 40 miles to other hives. The Queen 
produces about 2000 eggs daily; the fertilised eggs are laid in the 
cells of the honeycomb and, when born, the larvae are fed by the 
worker bees. The young bees emerge after some 12 days and 
then tend the Queen.  Bees are mainly active in the summer and 
can swarm at this time if and when the Queen decides to leave 
the hive.  The hollow interiors of trees make excellent hives with 
good insulation and ventilation, features which are reproduced in 
the standard man-made hive. Bees are inactive in winter huddling 
together to conserve energy and keep warm but some 38% of a 
hive population can be lost at this time. The nectar produced by 
the bees becomes honey and is drained off, strained and either 
used in a pure form or mixed with other substances to produce a 
variety of flavours eg. various fruits, mustard, chilli and even 
brandy.  
 

 
The beeswax is similarly used for candles, soap etc. The Romans 
considered British honey to be of the highest quality. John 
Spencer then stood to propose a vote of thanks to John O’Con-
nell for  his very interesting and enjoyable talk, adding that it took 
nature in the form of a colony of bees to show mankind how  a 
well adjusted and stable society could function.  The Epping Pro-
bus Club is over sixty strong and a few vacancies exist for new 
members; retired or semi retired men who would like to join
