THE SUMMER READING CHALLENCE wwercn-smerqu ENJOY the thrills and spills of the circus at your local library.
The circus will be coming to town in your local library this summer. The

theme of this year's main Summer Reading Challenge is Circus Stars. It tells the story of six characters who are learning
circus skills ready for a performance in the big top. As children read books, they will be given stickers which they can
place on the stage. Once they have read six books, each child will be awarded a Circus Stars medal. Children aged 10 and over can take part in an ad-
ditional challenge - Show Time. Readers collect six cards containing details of twelve acts. To complete the cards young people must either read a book
and write about it or find some more information about their chosen act. Readers will decide which act they wish to put through to the next round until
they get a winning act.

We are a local support group for the British Lung Foundation for suf-
ferers of all lung diseases their families and carers. We meet at Jack
Silley Pavilion in Epping and at Purford Green in Harlow.

We celebrated our AGM in June at the Purford Green Centre, Harlow,
this year. A good turnout of members were joined by several guests
including, Ashley Green from the British Lung Foundation, the new
chair of Harlow council .We regularly have speakers at our groups and
this year have included, Anurita Rohilla from the PCT, Tricia Moxey
on Epping Forest, Telecare, St Clare hospice, Breathing Techniques,
Pensions & Benefit, Community Transport and Dial a Ride, Using in-
halers. We promote Breathe Easy and the British Lung Foundation at
the Pulmonary rehab groups at St Margaret's Epping and the Latton
Bush centre Harlow.

Again members have worked very hard on our fund raising and
awareness raising this year : sale of tickets for visits to Harlow dog
track which were donated by the Dog track- more sessions of “Bag
packing” at M&S Harlow raising nearly £700 over 4 sessions and a
second Abseil at Church Langley Water Tower where 4 members’
relatives & friends undertook the task as none of our members are fit
enough to do so. We received a Breathe of Fresh Air award for out-
standing contribution to the British Lung Foundation.

With this funding we have been able to buy much needed items for
the local respiratory teams such as additional weights, stop watches
and pulse oximeters for the exercise classes and send donations to
the BLF. We are supporting Breathe Easy week this year with infor-
mation stalls at St Margaret’s hospital & the Civic centre Harlow. The
focus this year is on “sleep apnoea” a condition that causes interrupt-
ed breathing during sleep due to low levels of oxygen. Symptoms in-
clude snoring, night awakenings, memory loss, and daytime sleepi-
ness. Our social events have included trips with the Canal Boat Pro-
ject at Harlow, very peaceful cruise despite intermittent showers, an-
other cream tea cruise at Broxbourne. We are to have another Quiz
night on September 10t and our Christmas meal will be at the Brick
Lane music hall. We are very lucky in the support we receive from
members to keep everything running smoothly, making refreshments,
running raffles, setting up the halls for meetings and writing the news-
letter, supporting information stalls.

PROBUS CLUB OF EPPING

Local artist Linda Peet, was the guest at the April Meeting of the
Epping Probus Club held on 13 Apr 11 at the premises of the Lind-
sey Street Community Association (LSCA). She was introduced by
the Club President, Trevor Roberts, as a local painter whose work
had helped to record the beauty of the local area, especially Epping
Forest. Linda gave a short talk about her artistic work and career
and explained that although born in Epping she had spent much of
her earlier life in Cornwall and had returned only recently to look
after her mother who used also to paint. Linda now worked in water
colour as this helped her to depict the true colours of her subject.
The trees of Epping Forest were quite unique and exciting to her,
with a myriad of colours which contributed to the overall effect; this
also applied to the still waters of the Epping Forest lakes. Linda
would soon be returning the Cornwall and painting again in that re-
gion where the North Cornish cliffs were exciting subjects. Both Ep-
ping Forest and Cornwall possessed a special type of natural light
which she found had always enhanced her painting experience and
her work. Some of her paintings were on display during the meeting
and created considerable interest.

At the Club AGM which followed, David Goodwin was elected as
President of the Club. David had served the Club previously as First
and Second Vice Presidents, was a former teacher at Chigwell
School, is a member of the local Citizens’ Advice Bureau, a very
active member of the Epping/Eppingen Association and was widely
travelled in Europe. David was nominated by the retiring President,
Trevor Roberts , who formally presented him with his collar of office.
David thanked the members for the confidence expressed in him by
his election and said that he was looking forward to a successful
year for Epping Probus. The following Officers were then elected;
First Vice President (also Welfare Officer) Tony Gammage, , Secre-
tary - Peter Francis, Treasurer — Jack Fowler, Dining Secretary —
John Spencer. The following Committee members were also elect-
ed; Roger Payne, David Tyers and Trevor Roberts (also Press Of-
ficer). Dick Leng was again appointed as the Examiner of the Club
Accounts.

Some sixty members and their lady guests attended the Epping Pro-
bus Ladies Summer Lunch at the Lindsey Street Community Associ-
ation (LSCA) premises on 15th June 2010. On arrival they were re-
ceived by the Club President David Goodwin and his wife Liz. The
speaker was Deborah Hall MBE from the Chigwell Riding Trust for
the Disabled and she was introduced by the Club President who re-
vealed that Deborah had been the Manager at the Trust's Grange
Farm Riding Centre for 25 years. The Trust, a registered charity, had
originated in Oslo, Norway, where David, incidentally, has family
connections. The Trust is widely recognised at home and abroad and
Deborah has received a royal honour for her work. The aim of the
Trust is to the get disabled people “out of their wheel chairs” into an
activity associated with horses and the countryside. When out riding
each disabled person, who could be of any age from two to eighty, is
in the charge of a team of three people comprising a leader to control
the pony or horse, and two others to provide physical support for the
rider. Special mounting equipment is necessary and special reins
used for arm/hand disabilities. A special walled indoor riding ring at
the Centre provides some degree of freedom from supervision for
increasingly competent riders using specially trained horses. The
Centre is open seven days a week and so staff and horses are often
given short breaks for relaxation and exercise elsewhere, sometimes
on the coast. The Trust has achieved many notable successes in
helping handicapped people, especially young children, to overcome
their disabilities and even to walk in some instances! All those in-
volved derive great satisfaction in working for the charity. In 1994 the
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Trust won the Disabled Riders Championship and in 1996 attained
world class status.

Running costs are high; that for the Centre is £20,000 a month, the
price of hay has now increased by 300%, horse shoes are replaced
every six weeks at £500 a time and so it goes on! Fund raising
events are therefore very important and generous support is needed
for the Centre’s Open Day on July 17 next, a Barn Dance in Septem-
ber and a Carol Service and an Arts and Crafts Festival at Christ-
mas. Club Member Peter Fitch then rose to propose a vote of thanks
to Deborah for her talk and said that he was very impressed with the
dedication and self sacrifice of the staff at the Centre and for the
work of the Trust as a whole. The next luncheon meeting of the Ep-
ping Probus Club will be held on 13th July 2011. Enquires regarding

April 2011 in Epping was
4.2degC warmer than normal with only 2.1mm rainfall, or 4.2% of
that to be expected. All three spring months were warmer, drier and
sunnier than usual with the highest maximum temperature of the
season, 26.2degC, being recorded on the 19t and 22nd April. Sun-
shine was in good supply this spring with 12 days of unbroken sun-
shine helping this to be the sunniest spring since sunshine recording
began here in 2002. Total rainfall for the first 5 months of 2011 is
151mm, 60% of normal for this period. Temperature/rainfall records
start in1978; sunshine recording began here in 2002. Further infor-

Hemnall Street Social Club

The Hemnall Social Club has been part of the community in Epping
for 117 years. It was established as the Epping Literary & Mechanics
Institute in 1894, in a building situated in the Cottis foundry behind
the High Street. Members enjoyed games such as dominoes, be-
zique and cribbage, and were able to purchase tea and light refresh-
ments. A billiard table was purchased, and it soon became clear that
the building was too small. The Institute’s committee began looking
for more suitable accommodation, only to find that the cost was far
more than they had anticipated. They had been particularly interest-
ed in a piece of land on the corner of Hemnall Street and Clarks
Lane, which had been the site of the old Epping & Theydon Garnon
School.

Help came in the form of local landowner and philanthropist Ernest
Wythes, who lived at Copped Hall. He offered to pay for the erection
of a building, if the Institute purchased the land. The Committee nat-
urally agreed to this, and in July 1908 the Institute moved into their
new home. It was (and still is) a building of great local interest. It was
built by Epping building firm James Whiffin & Sons, who were based
in Granville Road, and they used bricks manufactured at the Cottis
brickyard, which was situated by Epping Railway Station.

The new building attracted many new members, and the Institute
flourished. A second billiard table was purchased, and later on a
third. During the First World War they opened their doors to the
many soldiers based in the town, some of whom were billeted in
houses while others lived under canvas at the Army camp at Wintry
Park.

When the Second World War started the decision was taken to
close the Institute until peace returned. The ground floor was taken
over by Epping Urban District Council and became the centre for
evacuation and food control, while a British Restaurant was opened
upstairs. During this time two of the billiard tables were stored at the

Granville works, while the third was used by the Pioneer Corps in
their hut behind the Methodist Church.

After the war the Institute re-opened. The trusteeship was handed
over to the Theydon Trust, who undertook the responsibility of main-
taining the future well-being of the Institute. Membership continued to
increase, and in 1962 a licensed bar was added. This was situated
upstairs, next to the snooker room.

In 1967 the name was changed to the Hemnall Social Club. Other
names considered were the Amesbury Club and the Foxburrow
Club. In 1969 a new and much larger bar was built downstairs, and
a stage was added for live entertainment. The bar was extended
again in 1984. An extension at the front of the building a few years
later provided a new entrance, while another at the back supplied
office space and a meeting room.

The Club continues to flourish, and now has over 400 members.
There are three snooker tables, plus pool and table tennis. There is
live entertainment every Saturday, and Country & Western on a Sun-
day. There is even a fishing society, with the exclusive use of a lake
in Hartland Road.

The Club has for some years been the home of the Epping & District
Branch of the Royal British Legion, and is the centre for the Poppy
Appeal every November. Membership of the Club is available at just
£20 per year. Just pop in and see us at 50 Hemnall Street (behind
the Fire Station) and ask for a form at the bar, or call on 01992
